Red Cross, as well as the Cultural Council of Santa Cruz County and the Salvation Army;

WHEREAS, Dana has been a realtor for 33 years and has served as president of Watsonville Board of

WHEREAS, Dana was the founding president of Pajaro Valley Prevention and Student Assistance, and 

is currently president of Watsonville Community Band; and
